Introduction:  

The English 10 Honors course is a steppingstone to the Pre-Advanced Placement English 11 course.  It is designed to prepare the student for the rigor of the Advanced Placement courses and to build a library of materials and knowledge from which the student can better prepare for the SAT, ACT, PSSA, and AP exams.  Timed writings, timed exams, and independent reading are required.  Active participation, as well as rigorous in-class work, is required as well.
Student Objective/Goals of Instruction Upon completion of this course, students will be able to read, comprehend, interpret, analyze, and relate to literature while utilizing the assessment anchors and the text to support assertions.  Students will additionally be able to analyze author’s style for purpose and then respond through writing with knowledge of mode.  Through expanded vocabulary knowledge, students will be able to achieve greater understanding of text.  Finally, students will be able to achieve improved results in the PSSA, SAT, and AP exams.

Student Assistance:  Students may seek additional help simply by requesting a meeting.  Meetings will be scheduled in the mornings before school.  If I feel additional help is needed, I will initiate a conference time that best suits both of us.
