READING CATALOG

In order to keep track of the books you read in Pre-AP English in preparation for the AP exam, it is required that you complete a reading catalog for each novel or play that we read for class.  The purpose of these catalogs is to provide you with a point of reference during the end of your senior year when you are preparing for the AP exam.  It is certainly difficult to remember details of each piece of literature you read over a two-year period.  These assignment, if done completely, should serve as a review of the text; therefore, allowing you to use the piece for one of the open-ended response questions on the AP exam.

These cards will be collected at the beginning of our discussion of each play or novel we read i.e. the day the piece is due the reading card is due. Catalogs will be graded on a 50pt scale with each of the above categories worth 5pts and an additional 5pts for completing the card by the assigned due date.  Ms. Staivisky will keep the cards for the year and return them to you at the beginning of your AP class the following year.  

Complete your card including the following information:

· Title of work - __________________________________________

· Author of work - ________________________________________

· List the major and/or significant characters in the piece followed by a brief description of each.  You must use at least one adjective in your description.

· Identify the theme of the piece

· Write a plot summary  (This should effectively jar your memory yet be concise)

· Identify two examples of major literary terms used in the piece each followed by two examples from the text – write examples out, document, and EXPLAIN the significance to the text.

· Comment on the style of the piece

· Comment on the historical or cultural significance of the piece
